Officer Positions and Descriptions

Any student at the red or orange level on SAC can run for any office listed below with the exceptions for President.  The President can be either a 7th or 8th grade student.  In order to run for an office, all of your teachers must sign the approval sheet.

These officers will make up the Advisory Board and will serve as the student leaders for SAC and the student body.  Advisory Board meetings will be held during the school day, making you responsible to make up class work.
(1) PRESIDENT – *7th or 8th grader; run all General Membership Meetings; will work directly with the SAC Advisors in the planning and coordinating of events and meetings

(1) VICE-PRESIDENT – any grade; assist the President in running meetings and events; will coordinate and maintain SAC binder containing agendas, Code of Conduct contracts, and attendance records
COMMITTEES (before/after school):
· SCHOOL STORE- operate the sale and inventory of products through the school store.  Requires before and after school commitment.
· BULLETIN BOARD- maintain the bulletin board outside of room 501 with upcoming events and highlights of previous events.

· MARQUEE- maintain the marquee sign with upcoming events.  Requires 1-2 days monthly during/after school.
· CHARITY EVENTS-research local charities and present ideas for fundraisers to the board for a vote. Create receptacles and collect money for these fundraisers. Count money or items donated and present to the charity.

· BIRTHDAYS: Meets monthly to organize a calendar, responsible for decorating student lockers the morning of the student’s birthday before school (will have to arrive around 7:30 a.m.) Or after school the day before that student’s birthday. Responsible for putting goodie bags together and creating Happy Birthday letters and decorations for lockers.
· WEBSITE: Meets 2-3 times per month to update the SAC website. This includes posting upcoming events, uploading pictures from events and other important information to be distributed to the general public.
· DANCES-sell tickets during grade level lunch, create bags with tickets and wristbands for 4th hour teachers, decorate gym and main hall for dances, work during the dances in the bingo room, or at the nail and tattoo station.

· PEP ASSEMBLY-lead your grade level in cheers and get your grade started doing chants, cheers and the wave during pep assemblies, set up and take down games, post signs to designate grade level seating during the pep assembly. Create dances or cheers to perform during the assemblies.
